2026 INFORMATION:

1. The North Dakota State Fair for 2026 will be open to the public at 8:00 a.m.
2. Competitions are open to everyone unless otherwise stated.
3. During the Fair, the grounds will be kept and equipped to the best of our ability and resources for the comfort of the public.
4. Afirst aid station will be maintained at the Ambulance Station located at Gate E for use in case of accident or illness.
5. An information desk will be maintained in the Media Center in front of Commercial .
The management will consider it a favor if persons will report any mistreatment or extortion practice by any employee of the
Fair or concessionaires. DO NOT WAIT until the Fair is over to file a complaint, DO IT AT ONCE!

GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS:
1. The North Dakota State Fair Board reserves the final and absolute right to interpret these rules and regulations, and settle and

determine all matters, questions and differences in regard thereto, or otherwise arising out of, connected with, or incident to the

Fair.

Removal time of exhibits is specified in each department.

Exhibits not removed or arrangements made for their removal within ten days of close of Fair will become property of the Fair.

The board reserves the right to reject any entries offered, particularly such as require an unreasonable amount of space.

Exhibitors are required to give attention to their exhibits, and at the close of the Fair, to attend promptly to their removal.

The board will carefully guard against extortion in any form practiced on patrons of the Fair. A violation of this rule shall cause

forfeiture of contract and money paid and involves expulsion from the grounds as the secretary of the board may direct.

7. The board reserves the right to formulate and announce new rules to meet emergencies that may arise later and during the Fair,
and to adjudicate all matters arising from the Fair after it is held.

8. The board reserves the right to direct and regulate the parking of all automobiles or other vehicles or conveyances within the
Fairgrounds and to direct where they shall be driven therein. It may prohibit the running of automobiles in any section of the
grounds whenever, in its opinion, common safety demands it.

9. The Fair management and board reserve the right to exclude from the Fairgrounds any person or persons whom they may deem
undesirable, or who shall violate any of the rules laid down by the management, or who shall otherwise become offensive.

10. For the safety and convenience of all guests, the use of personal transportation and recreational devices including but not limited
to segways, mopeds, e-scooters, go-karts, bicycles, skateboards, roller blades, hover-boards and similar devices, are prohibited
on the North Dakota State Fairgrounds. Failure to comply may result in removal of the Fairgrounds.

11. Only livestock and/or horse exhibitors will be allowed to have dogs on the Fairgrounds in camping areas only. Under NO
circumstances will dogs be allowed south of the barns.

12. No refunds of entry fees will be made unless cancellation is received IN WRITING (letter, fax or email) by July 1. No refunds
will be given on tickets, wristbands or vehicle permits.

13. All livestock shows not produced by the North Dakota State Fair must have State Fair Board approval by June 15 for any
sponsor they plan to recognize during State Fair.

NO LIABILITY:

1. Every possible protection and courtesy will be extended to the public, concessionaires and exhibitors at the North Dakota State
Fair, but the board shall not be responsible for any loss of exhibits, animals, or equipment in case of fire, theft, or from loss from
any other cause.

2. The North Dakota State Fair Board, its agents, servants, and employees shall not be held liable in case of injury to exhibitors,
concessionaires, or the public on the grounds or in the buildings from any cause whatsoever while on the grounds of the North
Dakota State Fair.

3. All entries including livestock, horse, static, etc. are brought to the state fairgrounds and remain under the exhibitor’s own risk.

Anyone in violation of Fair requlations may be eliminated from competing at State Fair.

- Please read carefully -

INFORMATION REGARDING REGISTERING:

Entries must be made online by July 6. Online entry can be
found on ndstatefair.com. All entries need to be filled out properly
and given all information asked. Be sure to give the name and address
of owner or owners and division and class numbers in which the
animal is to be entered, as printed in the premium list.

Entries will close July 6 at 5Spm. Only entries received by the July 6
deadline will receive their passes in the mail, if any were requested.
For any entry after the deadline that requested passes, the passes can
be picked up at the NDSF office prior to fair or at Gate F during the
fair. Entries may be made after the deadline by paying triple the normal
fees. Entries will not be received after 5pm on Friday, July 10.
Stall requests can be made on entries however are not guaranteed. No
alteration in stalls allowed unless permitted by superintendent.

Entries must specify the name of animal, official ID tag number, its
age, sex and description, and if purebred, also state breed, registered
number. Certificate of registry must be furnished to the superintendent
on demand except in case of very young animals where certificates
and registry numbers will not be required. Please bring copies of
registration papers. Failure to present registration papers may result in
forfeit of premiums.

Animals must be entered in the name of the bona fide owner or owners,
except get of sire and produce of dam, and should any prove to be
otherwise entered, premiums awarded them will be forfeited to the
Fair. Affidavit of ownership may be required and must be produced if
demanded.

No animal will be allowed to enter in more than one division or class
except in groups or herds. Exhibitors may not enter more than two
entries in any one class number.

All exhibitors are expected to read the IAFE Code of Ethics.
Submission of entry implies acceptance of and compliance with these
conditions and regulations.

EXHIBITOR RULES WHILE ON FAIRGROUNDS:

Stalls and pens must be kept open for inspection by visitors from 9
a.m. to 8 p.m. each day. Exhibitors should have a representative in
charge during those hours.

All animals competing for premiums must be brought out when called
by the superintendent of the department. Failure to do so will result in
forfeit of all premiums due such exhibitor.

All exhibitors are responsible for the welfare of their animals.
Exhibitors are expected to provide adequate feed, water, bedding and
housing for the comfort of their animals. It is the responsibility of the
exhibitor to make arrangements for appropriate care if they are unable
to be present. We encourage the humane treatment of animals and
abuse will not be tolerated. The comfort and safety of the animal must
be addressed throughout the show. Non-stressed animals will perform
better for the handler. Exhibitors are expected to handle their animals
in a gentle and calm manner and not create undue excitement in the
vicinity of other livestock or persons.

Hay, straw, and wood chips will be available on the grounds at a
reasonable charge. Cash only, no credit.

Animals not entered for competition or exhibition will not be allowed
in exhibition barns.

LIVESTOCK ARRIVAL PROCESS:

The State Fair is a livestock exhibition which showcases superior
animals. Animals which are not in ideal condition do not represent
agriculture at its finest and diminish the public’s perception of
agriculture. As such, animals exhibiting any condition affecting

their health or comfort, in the professional opinion of the inspecting
veterinarian, will not be permitted on the Fairgrounds. The State Fair
will follow the State Board of Animal Health’s requirements should
they change from the time of print to the beginning of the fair.

Before unloading livestock, a state veterinarian must check all
livestock to ensure health and well-being of all animals exhibiting at
the ND State Fair. Any animal with evidence of contagious, infectious
disease will be dismissed from the Fairgrounds immediately. This
includes animals showing signs of localized disorders such as club
lamb fungus, ringworm, or other dermatophytosis and warts, as well as
systemic disease of the respiratory or Gl system.

Depending on the disease, exhibitors may be given the opportunity

to seek a veterinarian off the fairgrounds for treatment. If properly
treated, the livestock entry may be approved for readmission if the
state veterinarian staff sees the treatment as satisfactory and is given a
written receipt from the offsite veterinarian. The written receipt must
include the veterinarian’s name, contact information, treatment plan,
and signature.

Check State Veterinarian Schedule before arrival. See page 15 for
schedule

Additionally, any animal with an obvious physical defect or
deformity, including, but not limited to, prolapses, open sores, eye
lesions, lameness or other physical injury shall be removed from the
Fairgrounds immediately. Animals exhibiting any condition affecting
their health or comfort in the professional opinion of the inspecting
veterinarian will not be permitted on the Fairgrounds. Animals who
are recovering from localized skin disorders will be permitted if (1)
there are no open sores, and (2) hair is beginning to grow back (as
determined by inspecting veterinarian).

RULES REGARDING THE SHOW:

Stock must be in the judging ring promptly after being called.
Exhibitors failing to comply with this rule may be barred from
competition.
Judges need not make awards in classes where competition is lacking.
In classes where there is but one entry, place will be awarded at the
discretion of the judge.
Only animals that have been awarded first or second place in their
proper classes may compete for championship awards. In judging
championships, the awards will be made to animals that the judge
considers the best type of their breed or class.
No judge will be allowed to have entries in a division he/she is
judging.
Establishing a breed:

* 5 paid entries must be received by entry deadline

5 paid entries must be received for 2 consecutive years

* 3rd year the breed will be established
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ENTRY AND RELEASE TIMES:

No tack or livestock allowed in the barns before Thursday, July 16 at 3pm.

« Beef: Open class beef must be penned by 12 noon Friday, July 17. Release
time: 6pm Monday, July 20.

« Sheep: Open class sheep must be penned by 12 noon Friday, July 17.
Release time: 2pm Monday, July 20.

« Swine: Open class swine must be penned by 11am Tuesday, July 21.
Release time: 6pm Saturday, July 25.

« Dairy: Open class dairy must be penned by 11am Tuesday, July 21.
Release time: 6pm Saturday, July 25.

 Dairy Goats: Open class dairy goats must be penned by 11am Tuesday,
July 21. Release time: 6pm Saturday, July 25.

« Goats: Open class Boer goats must be penned by 11am Tuesday, July 21.
Release time: 6pm Saturday, July 25.

« Rabbits: Open class rabbits must be penned by 11am Tuesday, July 21.
Release time: 6pm Saturday, July 25. ARBA rabbits must be penned by
6pm Friday, July 17.

« Poultry: ALL Poultry must be penned 5pm — 8pm Friday, July 17. Release
time: 6pm Monday, July 20.

« 4-H/FFA Beef and Sheep: Beef and sheep showing in open class and
staying for 4-H/FFA — showing Sunday must be penned by 4pm on
Saturday, July 18- showing Monday must be penned by 1pm Sunday, July
19 - to be able to leave at 6pm on the day of their last show.

* 4-H/FFA Beef, Sheep, Swine, Dairy and Goats (animals showing in
4-H/FFA only): 4-H/FFA livestock must be stalled by 11am Tuesday, July
21. Release day is Saturday, July 25. Times vary based on the distance
they live from Minot.

« Junior Point Shows (animals showing in point shows only): Beef,
Sheep, Goats, Swine must be stalled by 11am Tuesday, July 21. Release
time for Beef & Swine is 6pm the day of the show. Release time for Goats
& Sheep is after conclusion of show.

« Top of Dakota Show (animals showing in Top of Dakota shows only):
Sheep, Goats, Swine, and Rabbits must be stalled by 11am Tuesday, July
21. Release time is 6pm on Saturday, July 25.

SUPERINTENDENTS:

 Superintendents of the various departments will be designated by
suitable badges and attire.

 Each superintendent will have full charge of his or her department with
authority to select all assistants and helpers, unless otherwise provided,
subject to approval of the management or directors.

* All claims and payrolls must be certified by the superintendent and
filed with the Fair office.

* Each superintendent must take charge of the books and return same
promptly to the secretary’s office as soon as each class is judged. No
changes will be allowed in the judges’ books unless on order of the
board. All orders for premiums must be made out and signed by the
superintendent and countersigned by secretary before they will be
honored.

« It shall be the duty of the superintendent at the close of the Fair to
furnish a report in detail giving full information on exhibitors and
entries entitled to special premiums, also give the number of exhibitors
and entries in each class.

* The superintendent of each division will have charge of the exhibits in
his/her division and of the assistants and attendants employed there.
Requests and complaints should be made through the superintendent.
Exhibitors should confer daily with the superintendents of their
divisions.

* The superintendent of each department will have information as to
the time and place at which judging will be done. Exhibitors will be
expected to secure this information from the division superintendents.

JULY 17-25, 2026

PREMIUMS:

¢ Cash awards will be mailed September 2026.

» Premiums will be paid as soon as it is possible to check over the
records and judge’s report.

» Checks that are issued for premiums must be cashed promptly.

¢ Awards will be designated by proper colored cards and ribbons as
follows: Blue for first, red for second, white for third, pink for fourth,
yellow for fifth, green for sixth and purple for championships.

« State Fair has confirmed the intent of all premium sponsors, but
assumes no guarantee of their commitment.

 Judges need not make awards in classes where competition is lacking

« In classes where there is but one entry, placing will be awarded at the
discretion of the judge.

< Only animals that have been awarded first or second place in their
proper classes may compete for championship awards. In judging
championships, the awards will be made to animals that the judge
considers the best type of their breed or class.

« Any attempt to show an animal out of its proper division or class shall
cause forfeiture to the Fair of all premiums won by the exhibitor.

« Removal of open class animals before 6pm on departure day will
result in forfeiture of all premiums. Removal of Dairy, Swine, Rabbits
and Goats before 6pm on the closing day of the Fair will result in
forfeiture of all premiums, unless given permission in writing by the
management.

PROTEST:

< All protests must be made in writing within five hours to the
management after the award has been made, it being considered that an
award is made when the notation of the decision of the judge is entered
in the department award book.

« All protests must be accompanied by a deposit of $25 in the Livestock
Department and $10 in all other departments, which shall be returned
to the complainant if sustained, and if the protest shall not be sustained,
then said sum shall be forfeited.

« No protest or appeal based upon the statement that the judge or judges
are incompetent or have overlooked an animal or article, will be
considered by the management or the board of directors.

« Protest must state plainly the cause of complaint or appeal, with
specific charges and recital of facts relied upon by the rule violated,
naming witnesses and their addresses by whom proof is to be made.

< All questions in dispute or differences not covered by these rules shall
be referred to the Governing Board of Directors whose decision shall
be final.

DRUG SCREEN POLICY:

¢ The Drug Screen Policy will be enforced at the 2026 State Fair.

Grand and Reserve Champion market beef, swine, lamb and goats
will be subjected to a drug screen immediately following completion
of judging. This drug screen may include tests for detection of the
following: (1) Steroids (2) Tranquilizers (3) Antibiotics (4) Diuretics
(5) Sulfas (6) Non-Steroidal Anti-inflammatory Drugs (NSAIDs) (7)
Stimulants. Any animal with a positive test will be deemed unworthy
and penalized as follows:

 First Offense: Withholding of premiums and one-year
suspension from show that was tested in

« Second Offense: One-year suspension from showing the
affected species and premiums withheld

e Third Offense: Grounds for permanent removal from
exhibition privileges for the following year with premiums
withheld

« |f for some reason an exhibitor has an animal that has been
administered any drug within 45 days of the show, the exhibitor
must present a veterinarian’s signed statement to the specie
superintendent at arrival check in. This statement must include:

(1) Reason for treatment
(2) Antibiotics used plus dosage and frequency
(3) Date of last treatment.

TRAILER PARKING:

 Season passes will be valid once every day of the fair,
these may be exchanged for a wristband at the treasur-
er’s office located in the Tile Lobby of the State Fair
Center (Wristband void if removed)

 Season passes are available online at www.ndstatefair.
com, by phone: 701-857-7620, or at the ND State Fair
office. You can also purchase them while entering your
entries or at any gate during the fair.

* You will need a Livestock Load/Unload pass to enter the fairgrounds with your livestock. All vehicles used to transport livestock
and/or RV’s must have a valid auto pass. Vehicles without passes will be towed at the owner’s expense. Vehicle passes must be
requested in advance of the first day of the Fair, and will not be available at the gate. Livestock load/unload passes will be limited

to one (1) per family and can be requested on the livestock entry form.

« These passes will only be used to load/unload livestock and tack during entry and release times. Tack stored off grounds can only

be unloaded from 6:00AM to 10:00AM and 7:00PM to 9:00PM.

 After unloading your livestock, you can park your trailer in the Trailer Parking Lot (see map). If you wish, you can leave your
vehicle hooked up. If you choose to unhook, you can park your vehicle in our Free Parking Lot (located east of the grandstand)
or park off grounds. If you are camping, you can choose to have this vehicle in your camping spot if preferred, however, you are

only allowed to have one vehicle in your camping spot.

All competitive exhibits (livestock & static) will enter through Gate F.

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IAFE NATIONAL CODE OF SHOW RING ETHICS

Exhibitors of animals at livestock shows shall at all times deport themselves with honesty and good sportsmanship. Their conduct in this competitive
environment shall always reflect the highest standards of honor and dignity to promote the advancement of agricultural education. This code applies
to junior as well as open class exhibitors who compete in structured classes of competition. This code applies to all livestock offered in any event at a
livestock show. In addition to the “IAFE Code of Show Ring Ethics,” fairs and livestock shows may have rules and regulations which they impose on
the local, county, state, provincial and national levels. All youth leaders working with junior exhibitors are under an affirmative responsibility to do
more than avoid improper conduct or questionable acts. Their moral values must be so certain and positive that those younger and more pliable will
be influenced by their fine example. Owners, exhibitors, fitters, trainers and absolutely responsible persons who violate the code of ethics will forfeit
premiums, awards and auction proceeds and shall be prohibited from future exhibition in accordance with the rules adopted by the respective fairs
and livestock shows. Exhibitors who violate this code of ethics demean the integrity of all livestock exhibitors and should be prohibited from
competition at all livestock shows in the United States and Canada. The following is a list of guidelines for all exhibitors and all livestock in
competitive events:

1. All exhibitors must present, upon request of fair and livestock show officials, proof of ownership, length of ownership, and age of all animals
entered. Misrepresentation of ownership, age, or any facts relating thereto is prohibited.

2. Owners, exhibitors, fitters, trainers, or absolutely responsible persons shall provide animal health certificates from licensed veterinarians upon
request by fair or livestock show officials.

3. Junior exhibitors are expected to care for and groom their animals while at fairs or livestock shows.

4. Animals shall be presented to show events where they will enter the food chain free of violative drug residues. The act of entering an animal in a
livestock show is the giving of, consent by the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer and/or absolutely responsible person for show management to obtain
any specimens of urine, saliva, blood, or other substances from the animal to be used in testing. Animals not entered in an event which culminates
with the animal entering the food chain shall not be administered drugs other than in accordance with applicable federal, state and provincial
statutes, regulations and rules. Livestock shall not be exhibited if the drugs administered in accordance with federal, state and provincial statutes,
regulations and rules affect the animal’s performance or appearance at the event. If the laboratory report on the analysis of saliva, urine, blood, or
other sample taken from livestock indicates the presence of forbidden drugs or medication, this shall be prima facie evidence such substance has
been administered to the animal either internally or externally. It is presumed that the sample of urine, saliva, blood, or other substance tested by
the laboratory, to which it is sent, is the one taken from the animal in question, its integrity is preserved and all procedures of said collection and
preservation, transfer to the laboratory and analysis of the sample are correct and accurate and the report received from the laboratory pertains to
the sample taken from the animal in question and correctly reflects the condition of the animal at the time the sample was taken, with the burden
on the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible person to prove otherwise. At any time after an animal arrives on the fair or
livestock show premises, all treatments involving the use of drugs and/or medications for the sole purpose of protecting the health of the animal
shall be administered by a licensed veterinarian.

5. Any surgical procedure or injection of any foreign substance or drug or the external application of any substance (irritant, counter-irritant,
or similar substance) which could affect the animal’s performance or alter its natural contour, confirmation, or appearance, except external
applications of substances to the hoofs or horns of animals which affect appearance only and except for surgical procedures performed by a duly
licensed veterinarian for the sole purpose of protecting the health of the animal, is prohibited.

6. The use of showing and/or handling practices or devices such as striking animals to cause swelling, using electrical contrivance, or other similar
practices are not acceptable and are prohibited.

7. Direct criticism or interference with the judge, fair or livestock show management, other exhibitors, breed representatives, or show officials
before, during, or after the competitive event is prohibited. In the furtherance of their official duty, all judges, fair and livestock show
management, or other show officials shall be treated with courtesy, cooperation and respect and no person shall direct abusive or threatening
conduct toward them.

8. No owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible person shall conspire with another person or persons to intentionally violate this code
of ethics or knowingly contribute or cooperate with another person or persons either by affirmative action or inaction to violate this code of ethics.
Violation of this rule shall subject such individual to disciplinary action.

9. The application of this code of ethics provides for absolute responsibility for an animal’s condition by an owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or
participant whether or not he or she was actually instrumental in or had actual knowledge of the treatment of the animal in contravention of this
code of ethics.

10. The act of entering an animal is the giving of consent by the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible person to have disciplinary
action taken by the fair or livestock show for violation of this Code of Show Ring Ethics and any other rules of competition of the fair or
livestock show without recourse against the fair or livestock show. The act of entering an animal is the giving of consent that any proceedings
or disciplinary action taken by the fair or livestock show may be published with the name of the violator or violators in any publication of the
International Association of Fairs and Expositions, including Fairs and Expos and any special notices to members.

11. The act of entering of an animal in a fair or livestock show is the giving of verification by the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely
responsible person that he or she has read the IAFE Code of Show Ring Ethics and understands the consequences of and penalties provided for
actions prohibited by the code. It is further a consent that any action which contravenes these rules and is also in violation of federal, state, or
provincial statutes, regulations, or rules may be released to appropriate law enforcement authorities with jurisdiction over such infractions.

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HOW TO ENTER A 4-H OR FFA EXHIBIT:
1. These organizations use a different program than Showorks, please contact your county agent or FFA Advisor. They will be able to enter you.
2. If you are ONLY entering in 4-H or FFA livestock divisions, please fill out the 4-H/FFA ONLY Exhibitor Stall and Passes Request Form that is
located on our website. This will allow you to purchase your passes needed to enter the fairgrounds.

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HEALTH REGULATIONS

*These requirements were accurate as of printing time, but are subject
to change should health concerns emerge prior to the Fair

Before unloading livestock, a state veterinarian must check all cattle, sheep, swine, and goats to ensure health and well-being of
all animals exhibiting at the ND State Fair. Poultry, rabbits and horses will be inspected after they are penned. Any animal with
evidence of contagious, infectious disease will be dismissed from the Fairgrounds immediately. This includes animals showing signs
of localized disorders such as club lamb fungus, ringworm, or other dermatophytosis (infectious skin conditions) and warts, as well
as systemic disease of the respiratory or Gl system. Additionally, any animal with an obvious physical defect or deformity, including,
but not limited to, prolapses, open sores, eye lesions, lameness or other physical injury shall be removed from the Fairgrounds
immediately. Animals exhibiting any condition affecting their health or comfort in the professional opinion of the inspecting
veterinarian will not be permitted on the Fairgrounds. Animals who are recovering from localized skin disorders will be permitted if
(1) there are no open sores, and (2) hair is beginning to grow back (as determined by inspecting veterinarian).

NO.1-NORTHDAKOTALIVESTOCK

 Cattle: Cattle will be checked by the State Fair Veterinarian prior to unloading. No early releases.

« Goats: All goats that come to the Fair, with the exception of market wether goats, must have official scrapie identification tags. For goat
breeds approved by USDA-APHIS-VS, a ‘breed registration tattoo’ will be accepted in lieu of a scrapie tag, provided the tattoo is legible
and the exhibitor presents a copy of the registration papers listing the current owner. Goats will be checked by the State Fair \eterinarian
prior to unloading

 Sheep: Sheep will be checked by the State Fair Veterinarian prior to unloading. No early releases. All sexually intact sheep must have an
official scrapie tag.

» Swine: Swine will be checked by the State Fair Veterinarian prior to unloading. No early releases.

» Poultry: All birds must bear a leg or wing band and meet one of the following criteria: 1) Originate directly from an NPIP certified flock,
2) Test negative to S. pullorum within 90 days prior to exhibitions, or 3) Have been purchased from an NPIP source and be accompanied
by a Poultry Exhibition Statement of Origin form (SRN 60329). Form is available on the North Dakota Department of Agriculture’s
website . https://ndda.nd.gov/division/animal-health/national-poultry-improvement-plan

» Rabbits: Rabbits will be inspected after they are caged.

NO.2-LIVESTOCK FROM OTHER STATES

 All livestock will be checked by the State Fair Veterinarian prior to unloading.

« Certificate of veterinary inspection (CVI) and an importation permit number are required on all food animals from out of state.The
requrement for an iportation permit number is waived for animals accompanied by an electronic CVI. A CVI is required for horses, but
an importation permit is not unless specific disease issues arise which necessitate it.

» Qut-of-state livestock must all be officially identified, regardless of age or sex, and will need a certificate of veterinary inspection and
permit number from the ND State Board of Animal Health. To obtain the importation permit number, veterinarians should call 701-328-
2655. For any livestock being imported from Canada please contact the North Dakota State Board of Animal Health at 701-328-2655

and the USDA - APHIS, Veterinary Services at 701-250-4210.
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NO.2-LIVESTOCK FROM OTHER STATES - SPECIES SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS

» Cattle: No early releases. All out of state cattle for exhibition, regardless of age or sex, must be identified with an official tag which
is listed on the CVI prior to entry to North Dakota. A negative individual tuberculosis test within 30 days and a negative whole herd
tuberculosis test within 12 months prior to importation is required for all cattle from Michigan. Calves accompanying a negative dam do
not require testing. All bulls over 24 months of age and all non-virgin bulls over 12 months of age must have three consecutive, weekly,
negative Trichomoniasis fetus culture tests or one negative PCR test prior to importation unless an exhibition exemption is granted.
Contact the ND State Board of Animal Health for complete information.

« Additional requirements for Dairy Cattle: All lactating dairy cattle are required to have a HPAI test within 7 days prior to
importation.

« Additional requirements for Rodeo/Event Cattle: All cattle used for rodeo or timed events must have a negative bovine TB
test within the last 12 months prior to import into ND. Bucking bulls must also have a negative brucellosis test within the last 12
months prior to importation. Please call the ND State Board of Animal Health for importation requirements for Mexican origin
(M-branded) cattle.

 Sheep: All sexually intact sheep must have an official scrapie tag. Rams 12 months of age and over must be negative to an approved
Brucella ovis test, or the flock of origin must have a negative B. ovis status. A negative B. ovis status is non-transferable from one flock
to another for those animals which are sold.

« Swine: All swine must be identified with an official ear tag. The following Porcine Epidemic Diarrhea virus (PEDv) statement is
required on all CVIs and must be signed by the owner as well as the veterinarian. “The premises the swine are originating from has not
had signs or a diagnosis of Transmissible Gastroenteritis (TGE) or Porcine Epidemic Diarrhea virus (PEDv) in the last 60 days.”

» Goats: All goats that come to the Fair, with the exception of market wether goats, must have official scrapie identification tags. For goat
breeds approved by USDA-APHIS-VS, a ‘breed registration tattoo’ will be accepted in lieu of a scrapie tag, provided the tattoo is legible
and the exhibitor presents a copy of the registration papers listing the current owner.

» Rabbits: A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection is required on all rabbits from out of state.

» Poultry: CVI must list statements or test results relating to Avian Influenza, Avian Tuberculosis, Pullorum-Typhoid, and Exotic
Newcastle Disease. All birds must bear a leg or wing band and meet one of the following criteria: 1) Originate directly from an NPIP
certified flock, 2) Test negative to S. pullorum within 90 days prior to exhibition, or 3) have been purchased from an NPIP source and
be accompanied by a Poultry Exhibition Statement of Origin form (SFN 60329). Form is available on the North Dakota Department of
Agriculture’s Website https://ndda.nd.gov/division/animal-health/national-poultry-improvement-plan

NO.3-BRAND INSPECTION

Brand inspection is required on all cattle, horses, or mules leaving the state as per ND Century Code 4.1-73-21. A brand inspector will be
available to issue brand inspection certificates.

Straw will be available for purchase.

The Swine Show will operate under a Declare Your Weight

process for market animals (Market Gilts, Purebred Barrows,
Crosshred Barrows) as well as Crossbred Breeding Gilts. This
means each exhibitor will be responsible for weighing his or her
own hogs during the weigh-in period on Tuesday, July 21. The
weigh-in period will run from 10am until 3pm. Weight cards will
be available Tuesday morning for exhibitors to pick up to record
their pig’s weight and other required information. The cards will

be in duplicate form. In 2026, you will turn in a separate weigh
card for each show that pig is entered in. Since the shows are
spread out throughout the week this allows exhibitors to turn

in weights for pigs showing at the end of the week that should
reflect their pigs weight gain while at the fair. The top copy of
each card will be turned into your respective superintendent while
the duplicate copy should be retained by the exhibitor for their
records. Required information will be the exhibitor’s name; 840 tag
number and ear notch number; whether the animal is a purebred or
crossbred barrow breeding or market gilt; breed and pig weight. All
weight cards must be submitted to the appropriate superintendents
by 4pm on Tuesday, July 21. If weight cards are not turned in by
the 4pm deadline, those animals will not be eligible to show in their
respective shows.

Along with the Declare Your Weight, a weigh-back is required for
each of the shows. It is the judges discretion on how many hogs
will be weighed after the minimums have been reach for each show
to determine if they are eligible to return for the overall drive. If a
pig does not weigh within the allotted plus/minus 15-pound weight
allowance, it will not receive a placing for that class and will not be
eligible for champion/reserve market hog competition. The next pig
in the lineup will move up in class and be called to the scale for a
weight check.

Following the weigh-in time period and declaration of weight,

the show management will determine the splitting of the classes
according to the weight distribution and number of animals, with no
more than 15 in a group. Class weight breakdowns will be posted.

 Judges will not act in any partial way toward any of the exhibits or
exhibitors. Judges will not be allowed to have entries in a division
where he/she is the judge.

Any person who shall attempt to interfere with or influence the
judges while in the discharge of their duties, or shall at any time on
the grounds of the Fair use contemptuous or abusive language to any
judge, or within the hearing, in consequence of any awards made by
him, shall forfeit his right to any premiums he/she may have won, and
may be excluded from the grounds. Judges are requested to report any
infraction of this rule.

Cash awards will be mailed September 2026.

Premiums will be paid as soon as it is possible to check over the
records and judge’s report.

Checks that are issued for premiums must be cashed promptly.
Awards will be designated by proper colored cards and ribbons as
follows: Blue for first, red for second, white for third, pink for fourth,
yellow for fifth, green for sixth and purple for championships.

State Fair has confirmed the intent of all premium sponsors, but
assumes no guarantee of their commitment.

Judges need not make awards in classes where competition is lacking
In classes where there is but one entry, placing will be awarded at the
discretion of the judge.

SUPERINTENDENTS:

Superintendents of the various departments will be designated by
suitable badges and attire.

Each superintendent will have full charge of his or her department with
authority to select all assistants and helpers, unless otherwise provided,
subject to approval of the management or directors.

All claims and payrolls must be certified by the superintendent and
filed with the Fair office.

Each superintendent must take charge of the books and return same
promptly to the secretary’s office as soon as each class is judged. No
changes will be allowed in the judges’ books unless on order of the
board. All orders for premiums must be made out and signed by the
superintendent and countersigned by secretary before they will be
honored.

It shall be the duty of the superintendent at the close of the Fair to
furnish a report in detail giving full information on exhibitors and
entries entitled to special premiums, also give the number of exhibitors
and entries in each class.

The superintendent of each division will have charge of the exhibits in
his/her division and of the assistants and attendants employed there.
Requests and complaints should be made through the superintendent.
Exhibitors should confer daily with the superintendents of their
divisions.

The superintendent of each department will have information as to

the time and place at which judging will be done. Exhibitors will be
expected to secure this information from the division superintendents.

PROTEST

All protests must be made in writing within five hours to the
management after the award has been made, it being considered that an
award is made when the notation of the decision of the judge is entered
in the department award book.

All protests must be accompanied by a deposit of $25 in the Livestock
Department and $10 in all other departments, which shall be returned
to the complainant if sustained, and if the protest shall not be sustained,
then said sum shall be forfeited.

No protest or appeal based upon the statement that the judge or judges
are incompetent or have overlooked an animal or article, will be
considered by the management or the board of directors.

Protest must state plainly the cause of complaint or appeal, with
specific charges and recital of facts relied upon by the rule violated,
naming witnesses and their addresses by whom proof is to be made.
All questions in dispute or differences not covered by these rules shall
be referred to the Governing Board of Directors whose decision shall
be final.

» Any North Dakota resident — farmer, gardener or seed grower may be an exhibitor, but no person shall be permitted to enter more than
one exhibit in any one class, nor shall members of the same family living on the same farm or household be permitted to compete in the
same class. Exhibits must have been raised and owned by the person entering them.

HOW TO ENTER:
« Entries must be made online by July 6. Online entry can be found on ndstatefair.com.
 Variety should be listed with the name of each sample. A gate pass for an auto, driver and one passenger, good for the necessary
times and dates of entry and change-over only, will be provided. Abuse of this pass will result in discontinuation. Entries must
be received by entry deadline to qualify for this pass. The any other crop/produce class in various sections is included to make
provision for exhibiting other named crop/produce which are less commonly grown. All crop/produce in a given class competes
with each other for places but will be judged on the basis of individual merit with respect to the particular crop/produce.

DROPPING OFF:

Instructions on size of exhibits are given under each division. Follow these closely; exhibits of less than the required amount will not

be considered for premiums. Treating entries with oil chemicals or processing in any way injurious to the exhibit is not permitted. The

judges are instructed not to award premiums to entries unfit for the show or those incorrectly named.

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DIVISION A - GRAIN & FORAGE BUNDLES

To make small grain, grasses, and millet sheaves entered
for seed production: Select uniform high quality plants.
Spread the grain plants out in a sheltered area and allow to dry
for one day. Strip off all leaves, taking care not to break the
straw in handling. Form a core of 30 to 40 stems, then place
the other stems around the core to form a sheaf 7-9 inches

in circumference (around) at a point halfway between the
heads and the butt. Tie the bundle firmly in three places, using
cord which will not cut the straw. Form the crown (heads) in
a rounded shape by moving the core up and down. Cut off

the butt squarely and hang the sheaf with heads down until
exhibited.

To make alfalfa and sweet clover sheaves entered for seed
production: Use same guidelines as for forage production;
select stalks showing maximum seed development.

To make a sunflower sheaf: The entire plant should be shown
with the leaves removed.

To make a forage sheaf: Select the leafiest types to be found
in the field and cut close to the ground. Do not strip a single
leaf or branchlet from the stem as forage should retain its color
and leaves. In making up show bundles, select those individual
stems that have retained the most and best leaves with their
color. Make bundles from 3 to 5 inches in diameter (across) or
9.4 to 11 inches in circumference (around) tied securely once at
a point 1/3 from the base, and tied a second time loosely once
about halfway up to prevent spreading. Sheaves measuring
under 9.4 inches in circumference will be disqualified. Corn,
Sudan, Sorghum and Millet sheaves shall be tied three times at
uniform spacing.

DIVISION C - VEGETABLES

Vegetables will be judged on the following criteria: uniformity, maturity, correct number and preparation, full size, good color and shape, firm, free of
damage by insects, disease or mechanical injury.

Beans: Exhibit 12 pods with calyx (stem).

Beets: May wash, tops one to one and one-half inches long, leave tap root. Exhibit six beets.

Broccoli: Over three inch head diameter, remove all leaves, head and stock six to eight inches long. Exhibit one head.

Cabbage: Do not peel excessively, leave layers of sound green outer leaves, but loose leaves should be removed. Trim root smooth with the base of
the leaves. Exhibit one head.

Carrots: Top one to one and one-half inches long, may wash and leave tap root. Exhibit six carrots.

Cauliflower: Trim leaves even with outer edge of head, remove older leaves, cut stem 1” below base of the head. Exhibit one head.

Celery: Trim leaves uniformly, cut roots even with stock. Exhibit one plant.

Cucumbers: Wipe clean, leave half inch stem.

Dill: Trim to a four inch stem. Exhibit six, seed bearing heads tied together at 1” from the base.

Eqggplant: One inch of stem attached. Exhibit one specimen.

Garlic: One inch stem, trim root to one inch of bulb. Exhibit six garlic.

Kohlrabi: Cut root off at base. Cut off all leaves to within approximately one and one half inches of the bulb. Exhibit three kohlrabi.

Lettuce (head): Trim older outer leaves, remove root. Exhibit one plant

Muskmelons: Stems removed, exhibit one melon.

Onions (red, yellow, and white): Remove all dead layers of skin, clean but do not wash, leave one to one and one-half inch stem; however, do not
injure bulb, trim root to 1/4 inch. Exhibit six onions.

Onions (green): Remove outer covering on bulb, trim tops so overall length is six to eight inches, trim root 3/4 inch of bulb. Exhibit six onions.
Parsnips: Cut tops one to one and one-half inches, leave tap root. Exhibit three parsnips.

Peas: 12 pods with calyx (stem).

Peppers: Leave one-half to one inch stem. Exhibit three peppers.

Potatoes (red, white or russet): Brush or wipe off with soft cloth, can be washed but do not scrub. Exhibit six potatoes.

Radishes (globe or icicle): Leave one-half inch top growth and tap root. Exhibit six radishes.

Rhubarb: Trim so two inches of leaf blade remains attached to stalks, do not remove ends. Tie six stalks at each end and center. Exhibit one bunch.
Rutabaga: Cut tops to one to one and one-half inches, leave tap root. Exhibit three rutabagas.

Squash, other: Normal harvest size, leave stem, exhibit one.

Summer Squash: Zucchini type, maximum eight inches long, leave stem. Exhibit three.

Sweet Corn: Do not remove husks, trim silk to within one inch of top of husk, shank one to two inches long. Exhibit three ears.

Swiss Chard: Use three plants, trim older outer leaves, leave root, wrap root in wet paper and cover with plastic.

Tomatoes: Remove stems. Exhibit six larger fruits or 12 cherry types.

Turnips: Cut tops one to one and one-half inches, leave tap root. Exhibit three turnips.

Watermelon: One to one and one-half inch stem, exhibit one melon.
